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(CONFIRMED) 

We’ve secured a full debate at New Forest District Council, a  
major step forward. Now we need even more signatures to show 
councillors the strength of public feeling and raise the pressure. 

NFDC must commission independent legal advice from a specialist 
barrister who can give an impartial assessment of the legal options. 

If the Counsel’s Opinion confirms process failures, 
NFDC must be ready to take the Government  to 
court via a judicial review.  

Other councils across Hampshire, including Portsmouth, are exploring legal options.  
With pressure mounting, could the Government fold on this issue as it has on others?   
We hope so. It must listen to local people and respect our heritage and identity. Our district 
has stood together for centuries, it is not for this government to break it apart and place large 
areas, including parts of the National Park, within a city-centred authority boundary.
